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4-5 sentence narrative:

Service: I continued service as DGP on the various department, college and

university committees, and I made further progress on the proposed PhD in Hispanic

Studies. I will continue to work to get the PhD off campus and to the GA, and work on

the assessment of our MA program, and the revisioning of the M licensure program.
